Violence has flared at a standoff between RCMP and shale gas protesters in Rexton, N.B.

Two police vehicles — a cruiser and an unmarked vehicle — are on fire according to CBC reporter Jen Choi
who is at the scene.

At about 1 p.m. Thursday, police fired pepper spray as a group of male protesters tried to push through the
police line.

CBC reporter Tori Weldon said what sounds like shots were fired.

The RCMP moved in on the protesters on Route 134 in Rexton early Thursday, enforcing a court injunction that
was issued on Oct. 3.

Public notice was issued at 7:45 a.m. by the RCMP that Route 134 was closed. A subsequent notice was issued
at 8:21 am. indicating Highway 11 was closed between Rexton and Sainte-Anne-de-Kent and that people
should expect delays.

"I can confirm police are enforcing a court injunction and in order to ensure public safety, we have closed the
road until it is resolved," said RCMP spokesperson Const. Jullie Rogers-Marsh.

"The road will remain closed until the situation has been resolved and certainly public safety is our number one
priority at this point.”

Rogers-Marsh would not discuss how many officers are at the scene.
"I can't confirm resources and I can't confirm numbers," she said.

She also can't confirm whether shots have been fired, whether there have been any arrests and she can't say
whether any other organizations are assisting the RCMP.

Police, canine unit move in
Video taken by protesters was submitted to CBC shortly after the police action.

The video shows police officers with dogs moving toward the protest encampment on the side of road.
Protesters yell obscenities at police and inform them elders and children are present.

Meanwhile, the Anglophone North school district posted a notice on its website that three schools in the area
were open under lock-down conditions as a precaution. Around 12 p.m. the board announced Rexton
Elementary, Eleanor W. Graham Middle School and Bonar Law Memorial High School were closing for the day
and students were being sent home.

Buses were being organized, but if parents wanted to pick up their children, they could do so by reporting to the
office of their child's school.

"Safety and security is paramount for our students and staff," stated the school district's public notice.

The road between Rexton and Highway 11 has been the scene of a protest by a coalition of native and non-
natives opposed to shale gas exploration.

Protesters moved into the area on Sept. 30, initially establishing a barricade to the staging area used by SWN
Resources Canada to park its exploration vehicles and equipment.

The protest progressed to the point where barricades were also established on the road, preventing through
traffic.

SWN Resources went to the Court of Queen's Bench seeking an injunction to end the protest. The injunction
was granted on Oct. 3.

The injunction authorized police to arrest and remove any in contravention of the order to allow traffic to pass
on the highway for the SWN Resources employees to be able to access their vehicles and conduct exploration
work without harassment. However, with negotiations taking place between the involved parties, the RCMP
never enforced the injunction.

BLUF - Latest update from GOC shows that there appears to be a great deal of support for protestors in Rexton
NB and other protests across Canada are being planned for the next 48 hrs. The GOC has noted that to date
most "Idle no More" and Environmental or First Nation protests to date have been peaceful. Attachment is map
showing locations and dates of planned protests.

GOC update is as fols:

Due to violence which occurred later in the afternoon of 17 Oct, the RCMP arrested at least 40 people for various
offences including firearms offences, uttering threats, intimidation, mischief, and for refusing to abide by a court
injunction. At least one shot was fired by someone other than police. Molotov cocktails were thrown at police, and
at least five RCMP vehicles were destroyed by fire. In addition, the RCMP is also investigating suspected
explosive devices at the scene.

Media reports that a majority of the police left the scene of the protest at around 18:00 EDT.

Following these events, various supporters of the protest called for peaceful actions of solidarity in support of the
protesters at Rexton using social media sites like Twitter and Facebook.

In Listuguj, supporters blocked the Listuguj bridge on the QC/NB border. In ON, a section of Highway 6 near
Caledonia was closed on 17 Oct by supporters from Six Nations; open sources report that Highway 6 was
reopened at around 19:30 EDT.

There were reports of small demonstrations of support in New York City and Washinrgton, D.C. outside the
Canadian missions. There are also reports of promises to gather and light sacred fires in major cities like
Montreal, Ottawa, Winnipeg and Edmonton tonight.

The creators of |dle No More in Lethbridge, AB, said via Twitter that they wasted no time in getting a group
together to march down the city’s main drag Thursday afternoon.

The New Brunswick RCMP has arrested at least 40 people for various offences including firearms
offences, uttering threats, intimidation, mischief, and for refusing to abide by a court injunction on
Route 134, in Rexton, N.B.

The arrests were made on October 17, 2013, at the site of an ongoing protest. The court injunction was

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enforced and police were met with resistance by some of those at the site.

At least one shot was fired by someone other than police, Molotov cocktails were thrown at police, and
at least five RCMP vehicles were destroyed by fire. The RCMP is also investigating suspected explosive
devices at the scene.

"The RCMP has worked diligently with all parties involved in hopes for a peaceful resolution. Those
efforts have not been successful. Tensions were rising, and serious criminal acts are being committed,"
says Cst. Jullie Rogers-Marsh of the New Brunswick RCMP. "There have been threats made to
employees who were working with a private security firm at the site, as well as firearms offences,
incidents of intimidation, mischief and other criminal behavior. For those reasons, and to ensure public
safety, police action was required."

Police remain at the scene to deal with a large gathering of protesters, and continue to monitor the
situation. A wide perimeter was set up around the area, in order to ensure public safety.

Route 134 at Rexton and Route 11 between Richibucto and Sainte- Anne-de-Kent remain closed to all
traffic. Motorists are asked to use Route 126 instead of Route 11.

The public is reminded that a court injunction remains in effect and anyone who violates the conditions
of that injunction could be arrested and face charges. The RCMP respects and protects the right to
peaceful demonstration, however it must be done in a safe, peaceful and lawful manner.

Sir,

Issue: On 17 Oct 13, RCMP served an injunction on protesters at an anti-shale gas protest blocking a rural highway
near Rexton, NB. Due to violence which occurred later in the afternoon, the RCMP arrested at least 40 people for
various offences. Following these, various supporters of the protest called for peaceful actions of solidarity on 18 Oct
and 18 Oct in support of the protesters at Rexton. Most blockades established today have been removed and protests
are finished or will soon be over. A meeting is currently being held between NB Premier and FN Chiefs. No information

to indicate whether protest activity is expected to increase/decrease. RCMP continue to negotiate with protesters to
facilitate a peaceful resolution.

Assessment/Analysis: While this incident was an environmental protest, it is linked to ongoing First Nation
dissatisfaction with resource development and extraction in Canada, as well as general dissatisfaction embodied in the
Idle No More movement. Most of the protest activity to date under the Idie No More banner or related environmental or
First Nations issues activities, have been peaceful. The current assessment by RCMP Int is that there is no risk to CAF
Infrastructure, however JTFA has an RFI in progress with Int communities and RCMP on the issue of potential
disturbances to CAF Infrastructure in those places being used as staging areas.

Action Taken: RCMP request for Ration and Quarters support, drill hall and two staging areas for operational briefings
for CFB Gagetown and Moncton Detachment has been received; Comd JTFA approved the RFA for CFB Gagetown
only, commencing immediately for a period of 7 days. The GOC continues to monitor the situation closely and has
established contact with partners and PS Regional Offices in order to maintain cohesive information sharing. The GOC
will be hosting a conference call with partners on 19 Oct 13 to coordinate efforts and to assess impacts.

Recommendation: JTFA posture remains normal and they continue their current posture of remaining vigilant within

the AOR. Lines of communication are open between all OGDs and FGs within their AO as well as the communication
lines between CFICC and our WoG partners.
